Medical Emergency Procedure

What to do for:
INJURED or SICK STUDENT
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MINOR
Injury or Illness
- conscious
- able to walk unassisted
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Teacher/Staff:
- send student to Nurse’s Office; or
- has student escorted to Nurse’s Office
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School Nurse*:
- determines level of emergency
- initiates First Aid treatment
- notifies parents if needed
- fills out Accident or Illness Report Form
- notifies staff of outcome
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Student:
- stays in Nurse’s Office for further observation:
- returns back to class; or
- goes home with parents.
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MAJOR
Injury or Illness
- unconscious
- unable to walk unassisted
- severe pain
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Teacher/Staff:

- Remain calm!

- Do not move student (unless in immediate danger )
- Call or Send someone to get School Nurse

- Assist School Nurse once on site (keep others calm,
etc.)
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School Nurse*:
- determines level of emergency
- initiates First Aid and/or CPR
- notifies parents or emergency contact person
- calls ambulance if needed. Accompanies student if
necessary.
- fills out Accident or Illness Report Form
K- notifies staff of outcome j

Student:
- home with parents;
- to hospital with parents ; or
- to closest hospital via ambulance .

* In the School Nurse’s absence, Staft will notify the Front Desk who will assist in calling
parents/emergency contacts and ambulance if needed.
